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Executive Summary

Chinese officials will announce economic data for Jan-Feb in March 2021. China’s trade
performance went sluggish in 2020, its exports increased by only 3.6 percent compared with
a year earlier, while its imports decreased by 1.1 percent. Taiwan’s exports increased by 36.8

percent year-on-year in Jan 2021.
1. Major Cross-Strait Economic Exchange Indicators
(1) Overview of Cross-Strait Trade Activities

a. By referring to Taiwan Customs statistics, the estimated value of total cross-strait
bilateral trade stood at US$16,702.9 million in Jan 2021 or increased by 48.6% year-
on-year. The value for Taiwan’s exports to Mainland China stood at US$ 9,916.0
million or increased by 50.9% year-on-year, and its imports from Mainland China was
in the value of US$ 6,786.9 million or increased by 45.4% Year-on-year.

b. In Jan 2021, Taiwan’s trade with Mainland China accounted for 26.8% of Taiwan’s
total foreign trade with the increase of 0.5 percentage points from 26.3% in 2020.
Exports to Mainland China accounted for 28.9% of Taiwan’s total exports with the
decrease of 0.8 percentage points from 29.7% in 2020, while imports from Mainland
China accounted for 24.2% of Taiwan’s total imports with an increase of 2.0
percentage points from 22.2% in 2020.

(2) Taiwan’s Investment in Mainland China

According to the Investment Commission, MOEA, Taiwan, the number of approved
investments totaled to 57 cases with the value of US$627.1 million, in which US$249.7
million was approved to invest in Mainland China in Jan 2021. Mainland China has
attracted 39.8% of Taiwan’s total outbound investment where it has become the destination
for the most of Taiwan’s outbound investment. Approved investments to Mainland China
accumulated to 44,434 cases from 1991 to the end of January 2021 standing at US$192.7

billion, or 55.4% of Taiwan’s total outbound investment.

The 34 approved cases for investing in Mainland China including post-registered cases
were approved in Jan 2021 with a decrease by 19.0% Year-on-year, while the total value
of approved investments in Mainland China including post-registered cases stood at
US$249.7 million with the decrease of 53.6% year-on-year. Taiwan’s investments mainly
allocated in Fujian, Jiangsu, Anhui, Shanghai and other areas in Mainland China with the
investment amount of US$56.0 million (22.4% of all), US$52.3 million (21.0%), US$43.8
million (17.6%) and US$26.3 million (10.5%) respectively. Investments were mostly
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related to manufacturing of Wholesale and Retail Trade with US$105.4 million (42.2% of
all), Electronic Parts and Components with US$58.0 million (23.2%), Financial and
Insurance with US$21.2 million (8.5%) and Motor Vehicles and Parts Manufacturing with
US$18.0 million (7.2%).

(3) Mainland China’s Investments in Taiwan

According to the Investment Commission, MOEA, Taiwan, the number of approved
Mainland China investments in Taiwan were totaled to 2 cases with the amount of US$1.51
million in Jan 2021. The number of approved Mainland China investments in Taiwan were
totaled to 1,463 cases with the amount of US$2.4 billion from June 2009 to January 2021,
whereas those cases were mainly about Wholesale and Retail Trade, Electronics Parts and
Components Manufacturing, Banking services, and Harbor Services. The investments for
above industries stood at US$695.2 million (28.8% of total), US$335.2 million (13.9%),
US$201.4 million (8.3%), and US$139.1 million (5.8%), respectively.

(4) Cross-Strait Remittance

The remittances to Mainland China have decreased by 3.5% Year-on-year to US$453.8
billion in Jan-Dec 2020. Meanwhile, the remittances from Mainland China to Taiwan were
totaled to US$338.3 billion with an increase of 8.2% Year-on-year.

(5) Mainland Chinese Visitors to Taiwan

According to a survey, most Mainland Chinese citizens have traveled to Taiwan for
tourism; fewer have traveled to Taiwan for business especially ever since the year of 2003.
All persons approved of entry will be put under 14-day home quarantine upon arrival as
disease control takes priority. According to Taiwan National Immigration Agency statistics,
there were in total only 1,421 visitors from Mainland China in Jan 2021 or a significant
decrease by 98.4%. Among them, 100 visitors were for economic and trade related
activities, and with a decrease by 98.9%, and zero visitor to Taiwan were for tourism with
a decrease by 100.0%. In total, there had been 31.6 million Chinese visitors to Taiwan
from 1987 to the end of January 2021.

(6) The Kinmen and Matsu Mini Three Links Breakdowns (K-M mini three links)

a. Direct transport links’ statistics. The Taiwanese vessels made 113 trips to Mainland

China in Jan 2021, meaning a decrease by 76.3% Year-on-year. Meanwhile 56 trips

were made to Taiwan by the Chinese vessels meaning a decrease by 87.9% Year-on-
year. In total, 153.9 thousand trips had been made through Mini Three Links between
Kinmen/Matsu and Mainland China from 2001 to the end of January 2021.

b. The Central Epidemic Command Center (CECC) announced that, from February 10,
2020, direct cross-Strait maritime passenger routes and sailings would be suspended
as disease control takes priority. There is no visitor (including foreigners, residents of
Taiwan and Mainland China) arrived at or departed from Kinmen and Matsu in Jan
2021. A total of 22.0 million visitors from 2001 to the end of January 2021 had arrived
at and departed from K-M via Mini Three Links.

2. Foreign Investment in Mainland China

According to the Ministry of Commerce of Mainland China Statistics, the amount of
approved foreign direct investments was totaled US$2,330.3 billion from 1979 to the end
of January 2021. In Jan 2021, the amount of approved foreign direct investments was
totaled by US$13.5 billion in Mainland China.

3. Market Shares Comparison of Taiwan vs. Mainland China in the U.S. and Japan

In Jan-Nov 2020, the U.S. imported from Taiwan increased by 2.6% or 0.4 percentage
points further from 2.2% in 2019, and the U.S. imported from Mainland China increased
by 18.6% or by 0.5 percentage points further from 18.1% in 2019. In Jan-Nov 2020, Japan
imported from Taiwan increased by 4.3% or 0.6 percentage points further from 3.7% in
2019, and Japan imported from Mainland China increased by 25.9% or 2.4 percentage
points further from 23.5% in 2019.
