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Executive Summary

Taiwan’s trade performance declined rapidly in Jan-Oct 2023, its exports decreased by 12.9
percent compared with a year earlier, while its imports decreased by 19.0 percent. Mainland

China’s exports decreased by 5.6 percent in the same time.

1. Major Cross-Strait Economic Exchange Indicators
(1) Overview of Cross-Strait Trade Activities

a. By referring to Taiwan Customs statistics, the estimated value of total cross-strait
bilateral trade stood at US$137.5 billion in Jan- Oct 2023 or decreased by 21.6% year-
on-year. The value for Taiwan’s exports to Mainland China stood at US$79.0 billion
or decreased by 23.1% year-on-year, and its imports from Mainland China was in the

value of US$58.5 billion or decreased by 19.3% year-on-year.

b. In Jan-Oct 2023, Taiwan’s trade with Mainland China accounted for 21.1% of Taiwan’s
total foreign trade with the decrease of 1.5 percentage points from 22.6% in 2022.
Exports to Mainland China accounted for 22.3% of Taiwan’s total exports with the
decrease of 3.0 percentage points from 25.3% in 2022, while imports from Mainland
China accounted for 19.8% of Taiwan’s total imports with an increase of 0.2

percentage points from 19.6% in 2022.

(2) Taiwan’s Investment in Mainland China

According to the Department of Investment Review, MOEA, Taiwan, the number of
approved investments totaled to 745 cases with the value of US$25,123.0 million, in which
US$2,639.6 million was approved to invest in Mainland China in Jan-Oct 2023. Mainland
China has attracted 10.5% of Taiwan’s total outbound investment where it has become the
destination for the third Taiwan’s outbound investment. Approved investments to Mainland
China accumulated to 45,473 cases from 1991 to the end of October 2023 standing at
US$206.0 billion, or 50.8% of Taiwan’s total outbound investment.

The 278 approved cases for investing in Mainland China including post-registered cases
were approved in Jan-Oct 2023 with a decrease by 6.1% year-on-year, while the total value
of approved investments in Mainland China including post-registered cases stood at
US$2,639.6 million with a decrease of 36.6% year-on-year. Taiwan’s investments mainly
allocated in Jiangsu, Shanghai, Guangdong, Zhejiang other areas in Mainland China with
the investment amount of US$1,089.3 million (41.3% of all), US$530.7 million (20.1%),
289.5 million (11.0%) and US$210.0 million (8.0%) respectively. Investments were mostly
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related to Electronic Parts and Components Manufacturing with US$744.3 million (28.2%
of all), Wholesale and Retail Trade with US$376.6 million (14.3%), Professional, Scientific
and Technical Services with US$261.6 million (9.9%) and Human Health and Social Work
Services with US$244.1 million (9.2%).

(3) Mainland China’s Investments in Taiwan

According to the Department of Investment Review, MOEA, Taiwan, the number of
approved Mainland China investments in Taiwan were totaled to 22 cases with the amount
of US$26,733 thousand in Jan-Oct 2023. The number of approved Mainland China
investments in Taiwan were totaled to 1,578 cases with the amount of US$2.6 billion from
July 2009 to October 2023, whereas those cases were mainly about Wholesale and Retail
Trade, FElectronics Parts and Components Manufacturing, Banking Services, and
Information Software Services. The investments for above industries stood at US$741.1
million (28.6% of total), US$413.3 million (15.9%), US$201.4 million (7.8%), and
US$153.0 million (5.9%), respectively.

(4) Cross-Strait Remittance

The remittances to Mainland China have decreased by 23.1% year-on-year to US$339.9
billion in Jan-Sep 2023. Meanwhile, the remittances from Mainland China to Taiwan were
totaled to US$253.5 billion with a decrease of 25.0% year-on-year.

(5) Mainland Chinese Visitors to Taiwan

According to a survey, most Mainland Chinese citizens have traveled to Taiwan for tourism;
fewer have traveled to Taiwan for business especially ever since the year of 2003. According
to Taiwan National Immigration Agency statistics, there were in total only 165,095 visitors
from Mainland China in Jan-Oct 2023 or an increase by 982.4%. Among them, 26,490
visitors were for economic and trade related activities, and with an increase by 1,025.3%,
and 6,716 visitors to Taiwan were for tourism, and 131,889 visitors to Taiwan were for
others with an increase by 922.6%. In total, there had been 31.8 million Chinese visitors to
Taiwan from 1987 to the end of October 2023.

(6) The Kinmen and Matsu Mini Three Links Breakdowns (K-M mini three links)

a. Direct transport links’ statistics, The Taiwanese vessels made 2,652 trips to Mainland
China in Jan-Oct 2023, meaning an increase by 369.4% year-on-year. Meanwhile
2,604 trips were made to Taiwan by the Chinese vessels meaning an increase by

994.1% year-on-year. In total, 161.5 thousand trips had been made through Mini Three
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Links between Kinmen/Matsu and Mainland China from 2001 to the end of October
2023.

b. After the epidemic, our government has been gradually restoring the normalization of
passenger service under the Mini-three-links. The Executive Yuan has been reopening
for passenger transits by Taiwanese citizens and their spouses (including Mainland
China, Hong Kong, Macao and foreign spouses), children and Mainland students via
the Mini-three-links since March 25, 2023. From July 20, Mainland Chinese residents
holding Family Visit Permits can travel on cross-strait through the Mini-three-links.
Since September 27, foreign nationals, Hong Kong and Macao residents can resume
cross-strait passenger transport via the Mini-three-links. There are 285,229 visitors
arrived to Kinmen and Matsu in Jan-Oct 2023. And 290,087 visitors departed from
Kinmen and Matsu in the same period. A total of 22.6 million visitors from 2001 to
the end of October 2023 had arrived at and departed from K-M via Mini Three Links.

2. Foreign Investment in Mainland China

According to the Ministry of Commerce of Mainland China Statistics, the amount of
approved foreign direct investments was totaled US$2,821.9 billion from 1979 to the end
of October 2023. In Jan-Oct 2023, the amount of approved foreign direct investments was
totaled by US$142.5 billion in Mainland China.

3. Market Shares Comparison of Taiwan vs. Mainland China in the U.S. and Japan

In Jan-Aug 2023, the imports from Taiwan accounted for 2.8% share of total U.S. imports,
and them were the same share in 2022, 2.8%. In the same year, the imports from China
accounted for 13.5% share of total U.S. imports, and the share decreased by 3.0 percentage
points compared with the share in 2022, 16.5%. In Jan-Aug 2023, the imports from Taiwan
accounted for 4.6% share of total Japan imports, and the share increased by 0.3 percentage
points compared with the share in 2022, 4.3%. In the same year, the imports from China
accounted for 21.7% share of total Japan imports, and the share increased by 0.7 percentage

points compared with the share in 2022, 21.0%.
